Maine) substitute amendment, preventing funds from being 
used for any aspect of the Safeguard system. Rejected 11-89 R 
3-40; D 8-49 (ND 6-32; SD 2-17), Aug. 6, 1969. A “nay” was a vote 
supporting the President’s position. 

54. S2546. Smith (R Maine) amendment preventing 
funds from being used on Safeguard while allowing development 
of other antiballistic missile or weapon systems. Rejected 50-50. 
R 14-29; D 36-21 (ND 31-7; SD 5-14), Aug. 6, 1969. Vice President 
Agnew voted “nay.” A “nay” was a vote supporting the Presi- 
dent’s position. 

55. S 2546. Cooper (R Ky.)-Hart (D Mich.) amendment re- 
stricting funds for Safeguard ABM system to research and devel- 
opment, but not deployment. Rejected 49-51: R 13-30; D 36-21 
(ND 31-7; SD 5-14), Aug. 6, 1969. A “nay” was a vote supporthg 
the President’s position. 

56. S 2546. McIntyre (D N.H.) amendment permitting limit- 
ed deployment of the Safeguard ABM system. Rejected 27-70:
