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25. S 2143. Corrections to 1985 Farm Bill. Harkin, D-
Iowa, amendment to express the sense of Congress that the agri-
culture secretary shall use authorities provided in the 1985 Food
Security Act (PL 99-198) to make advance price-support loans to
producers of wheat, feed grains, cotton and rice. Adopted 65-18: R
29-16; D 36-2 (ND 26-2, SD 10-0), March 5, 1986. (The bill subse-
quently was passed by voice vote, and its text substituted for that
of HR 1614.)

26. Lyng Nomination. Confirmation of President Reagan’s
nomination of Richard E. Lyng of Virginia to be secretary of agri-
culture. Confirmed 95-2: R 51-0; D 44-2 (ND 30-2, SD 14-0), March
6, 1986. A “yea” was a vote supporting the president’s position.
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27.S 104, Armor-Piercing Bullets. Thurmond, R-S.C., mo-
tion to table (kill) the Symms, R-Idaho, amendment to revise the
definition of armor-piercing bullets to cover only those “intended
for use in a handgun.” Motion agreed to 88-10: R 42-10; D 46-0
(ND 32-0, SD 14-0), March 6, 1986.

28. HR 3132. Armor-Piercing Bullets. Passage of the bill
to bar the importation, manufacture and sale of armor-piercing
bullets. Passed 97-1: R 51-1; D 46-0 (ND 32-0, SD 14-0), March 86,
1986. (The Senate had previously moved to strike the text of the
House-passed bill and insert instead the text of S 104, the Senate
version of HR 3132.)
